8.2 In accordance with BSD Circular No. 2 dated 27 January 2009 issued by the State Bank
of Pakistan, the Bank has availed the benefit of FSV against the non-performing advances
(excluding consumer housing finance portfolio). The State Bank of Pakistan vide its Circular
dated 20 October 2009 has further increased the limit for consideration of FSV benefit
from 30% to 40% and has also allowed the FSV of industrial property for calculation of
provisioning requirement. Had the benefit of FSV not been availed by the Bank, the specific
provision against non-performing advances would have been higher and consequently
profit before taxation and advances (net of provisions) as at 30 June 2010 would have
been lower by approximately Rs 1,412.804 million (31 December 2009: Rs.1,303.499
million). Increase in profit is not available for the distribution of cash and stock dividend
to shareholders.

8.3 General provision includes provision of Rs. 22.367 million (31 December 2009: Rs.16.195
million) made against consumer portfolio in accordance with the Prudential Regulations
issued by the SBP at 1.5% of fully secured and at 5% of the unsecured consumer portfolio.
The Bank also maintains general provision in addition to the requirements of the Prudential
Regulations on the basis of management's assessment of credit risk characteristics and
general banking risk such as nature of credit, collateral type, industry sector and other
relevant factors as approved by Board of Directors of the Bank.

OPERATING FIXED ASSETS

During the current period, additions and disposals in operationg fixed assets amounted to Rs.
194.738 million (30 June 2009: Rs.388.079 million) and Rs. 2.945 million (30 June 2009: Rs.0.292
million) respectively.

DEFERRED TAX ASSETS B NET

The Finance Act 2009 and 2010, has made certain significant amendments in the Seventh
Schedule to Income Tax Ordinance, 2001. Deductions for provisions against doubtful and loss
categories of advances and off balance sheet items is allowable upto a maximum of 5% of Small
and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) and consumer advances and up to 1% of other advances. The
amount of bad debts classified as OAEM (in Agriculture) and Substandard under Prudential
Regulation issued by State Bank of Pakistan is not allowable as an expense. Provisioning in
excess of 5% and 1% of respective advances is allowed to be carried over to succeeding years.
Therefore, the management has carried out an exercise at period end and concluded that they
would be able to get deduction of provision in excess of 5% of SME's and consumer advances
and 1% of other advances and have recognized deferred tax asset on such provision amounting
to Rs. 991.818 million.
